products continue to be very active in selling their products to
US citizens. The government is only worried to the extent that
this proliferation of illegal Botulinum toxin may affect national

sales to the black market trade. Allergan has been taking
steps to halt the illicit trade in China, however, it will take a
collaborative cooperative effort among all the countries
involved to suppress the counterfeit production of Botulinum
toxin.

Curiously, there does not seem to be any alarm coming from
the Feds that this illegal trade is harming unsuspecting

patients who think they are getting real Botox®, when they are
not.

When one sees Benjamin Franklin these days, his
face is usually peering out at us from the face of the one
hundred dollar bill. Who was this enigmatic character of
American History ? Was he a president? Was he a general or
a famous politician ? Who exactly was he, and why was his
contribution to American history so vital and so significant that
we have honored him with his face on the one hundred dollar

In July 1776, long after George Washington had started his
campaign against the British, the signers of the Declaration of
Independence secretly gathered in Philadelphia. John
Hancock from New York eagerly rushed to be the first to sign
the document, while Ben Franklin patiently waited his turn.

However, even after editing and signing the Declaration of
Independence, the greatest feat that Franklin would perform
for his country was yet to come. In the waning years of his life,
when most successful men are retired, happily enjoying their
w32t RS, Ben BrdBRlinNEsSent to France for one of the
most important tasks of his career and for the American
Revolution: procuring the funds needed to finance the war
with Britain, without which, the country could not prevail
against Britain. When the 2nd Continental Congress made
their request to Franklin, he could hardly refuse. His wife had
died while he had been in Britain, and he had found himself
widowed and alone at the beginning of the war.

Now he was Benjamin Franklin, the widowed and crazy
American diplomat wearing the Daniel Boone coonskin cap
(shown above) throughout Paris, advertising his American
heritage and the American cause. The Parisian women
adored Franklin, and gradually, Benjamin learned to ingratiate
himself to the women of the French Court, Parisian style.
